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Actor Ryan Brockington brings a unique flavor to the acting scene, with wide range and unmistakable charisma.  Born and raised in Dallas, Texas, Ryan showed a flair for the dramatic at a very early age, always free of self-consciousness and fearless with performing.  His charisma and wit prompted his mother to take him and younger brother, Tyler, to an Open Call audition for a Radio Shack commercial at the ripe age of 11.  The Brockingtons outshone the competition and were both cast as principals, planting the seed for an enduring career in commercials, television and film.
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Soon after the commercial aired, Ryan was cast in the series, Commander Kellie and The Super Kids, for which he appeared on four videos that sold more than two million copies.  He took acting classes with Julie Erickson and James Grant, and continued to hone his craft and indulge his passion for acting.  Growing up in a small town in Dallas motivated Ryan to seek a wider range of options for expressing himself and his art. “Acting was an obvious choice for me,” says Ryan.  “It’s very cathartic for me to express my emotions through the characters I play.  My emotions tend to be extreme – when I’m mad, I’m really mad and when I’m passionate, I’m extremely passionate – so releasing them through a character I’m playing definitely keeps me out of trouble and is very liberating.”  He realized that, as an actor, he could live the life of anyone else while still being himself, and the options were actually endless rather than limited.

Ryan received a B.A. in Communication Design from the University of North Texas and, upon graduation, moved to Los Angeles to pursue a full-time acting career.  He signed with Marissa Upchurch at Triniti Management.  His extensive film and television credits include Boys Don’t Cry, It’s All Relative, HBO’s The Comeback, MTV’s Undressed, The Anarchist, Rolling Kansas, Secrets Underneath, Wishbone, Silent Star and, most recently, Fox’s House, among many others.  

Ryan has also enjoyed many notable commercial appearances, including GM’s current “Flying Cars” campaign, Old Spice Body Wash, VH-1, Nebraska Lottery and Nike, as well as print ads for Wells Fargo, AOL, Time Warner and Nintendo.  His favorite campaign thus far is a PSA for Aids Awareness that he recently shot.  “It was an incredible experience,” says Ryan.  “Not only because I learned to handle a gun in it, but it was for such an important cause and the production company, Harvest Films, was the most amazing group of people.”
In his spare time, Ryan enjoys painting, surfing, running, mountain biking, camping, hiking, and playing soccer whenever he has a chance.  “After my PSA for the Aids Awareness Campaign, I can wield a gun like never before,” he adds.  In addition, Ryan is looking into coaching a Little League soccer team and enjoys discovering new music and sharing his newfound respect for Scotch.  He is the third of four children, three of which are boys, including Tyler Brockington, who is also an actor.  Ryan currently lives in Hollywood.
